Duties will include: Develop, recommend, and implement efficient, environmentally sound control programs to manage insects, fungi, weeds and other organisms.  Provide consultation for vegetation management at golf courses, ball fields, turf and ornamental and industrial areas and for invasive species control for Navy and Marine Corps installations, including both IPM and chemical control recommendations.  Recommend proper formulations, biorational and chemical controls, dispersal equipment, and operational techniques for installation pest control programs. Develop and conduct training and certification programs for installation pest control operators and pest control contract inspectors in vegetation management and other pest management areas.  Develop Pest Management Plans for preventative and suppression programs at Naval and Marine Corps installations.  Conduct on-site reviews to evaluate pest management programs in terms of environmental compatibility, legal compliance, and effectiveness.  Develop contract specifications and government estimates for vegetation management services.  Review installation pest control and vegetation management contracts and recommend revisions to ensure effective, economical, environmentally sound pest control services.  Experience or knowledge of the following is highly desirable: horticulture, agronomy, forestry, vegetation management, insect pests, diseases of turf and ornamentals, and invasive species control.
